America is a nation built on contradictions: it is secular state
with a religious foundation, a democracy historically of the
elect, and a society buttressed by self-reliant individualism. Tak-
ing essays by Benjamin Franklin and Ralph Waldo Emerson as
its starting point and proceeding chronologically, this course
will examine how writers of the nineteenth and twentieth centu-
ries negotiated the tension between an idealized national iden-
tity and the social and political reality of their times. It will situ-
ate representative examples of American poetry (including
Whitman, Hughes, and Ginsberg), songs (from Duke Ellington
to Bob Dylan), essays (including excerpts from Steinbeck’s
Travels With Charley in Search of America), short stories (by
Nathaniel Hawthorne, Flannery O’Connor, and others), a novel
(F. Scott Fitzerald’s The Great Gatsby), several films, television
shows, and other Americana in their historical, cultural, and
aesthetic contexts. The first half of each session will be dedi-
cated to the wider context surrounding each week’s reading; the
second half will be devoted to answering discussion questions
provided the previous week.

Abstract
This course will introduce you to the framework of Critical Dis-
course Analysis (Fairclough, 1992; 1995), which is based on the
Hallidayan theory of systemic functional grammar. The course
will help you to gain an understanding of how language is en-
coded and loaded with different cultural and ideological values
and the various ways in which language can be used to create
and manipulate reality. In this course you will also be given
guidance on how to apply the Critical Language Awareness ap-
proach (CLA) to literacy education. The CLA approach to lan-
guage teaching adapts the research tools of critical discourse
analysis into pedagogical tools for classroom use. The first part
of the course will involve the analysis of selected texts (written,
visual and electronic). In the second part, you will learn how to
design educational tasks and activities to help others develop
critical language awareness.

There is going to be an essay question (Linguistics) in your
written Staatsexamen about this Hauptseminar.
